— A full cooked breakfast is available for £14.99 per guest every morning, served from 7:30 am to 9:30 am. To ensure we’re ready for you, simply inform
reception if you'd like to enjoy breakfast.

— We have First Aid available throughout the hotel at reception and bar area. The nearest defibrillator is located on the wall by Londis (next door).

- All areas of the hotel have a strict legal requirement of a non-smoking policy; we have an outside smoking area at the front and rear of the hotel for guests
to use. A charge of £150 will be applied to the room account for any guest who violates this rule.

- Rooms will be serviced during your stay, including fresh towels and toiletries. Please ask at the reception desk for ironing facilities if required. If
you do not wish for your room to be serviced, please place the do not disturb sign on your door.
